The Youth Director will lead youth programs for grades 6 - 12 and assist in growth of  
preschool through 12th grade in our Sunday School program.  The director will plan 
programs and activities to develop the spiritual growth of the youth so that they will 
reach out and serve others, impacting with the love of Christ. 
 
RESPONSIBILITIES: 
Lead youth program and develop age appropriate activities that promote fellowship, fun 
and faith. 
 
Interact with youth and their parents to develop program that supports resilient and strong 
families.  
 
Attend Christian Education meetings monthly giving records of youth activities and 
inform them of your goals and accomplishments.  Develop age-appropriate activities that 
promote fellowship, fun and faith. 
 
Support their participation in worship services and activities.   Also,  attend worship 
services as needed. 
 
Manage youth program funds within the guidelines given by the session budget. 
 
Establish and maintain a Youth Council that will assist in making decisions for the youth 
groups and cultivate adult volunteers to assist in the youth program. 
 
Supervise and design fund raisers (with assistance from Youth Council and other 
volunteers)  that will provide funds for special projects or trips.  All fund raisers must be 
supported by the youth and approved by Session. 
 
Work to keep communication open and clear on all aspects of the youth program with the 
youth, 
families and congregation.  Promote outreach to other community youth programs and 
schools through publicity, including newsletter articles and website updates. 
 
HOURS AND COMPENSATION: 
Approximately 10 to 12 flexible working hours are required, which may include hours at 
home as well as church.
