Treasurer Notes and Comments on Variances

General Notes

Note 1.  This statement is a summary of only the operating budget funds of Pittsburgh Presbytery. It does not
include any proceeds from the settlements with Beverly Heights U. P. Church, Memorial Park
Presbyterian Church or Fourth Presbyterian Church or the sale of church buildings.

Revenue Notes
Note 2. Budgeted Use of Reserve Funds is down $122,500 as compared to last year, so a decrease is
expected.

Note 3. Council needs to ratify including $250,000 in the operating budget and decide how the remaining
funds will be used.

Note 4. Removing Directed Pledges from Congregations, Use of Reserve Funds and Pgh. Presbyterian
Foundation support, the actual income for 2009 is $726,982 and $833,296 for 2008. Therefore
income is actually down $106,314 as compared to last year.

Expense Notes
Note 5. The 2009 Enhancement Grant expenses of $51,166 consist of $36,666 in budgeted support, $5,000 in

designated giving from congregations and $9,500 in Use of Reserve Funds.
Note 6. The Transformation budget was reduced by $75,000 so a reduction in expense is to be expected.

Note 7. The 2009 Mission Agencies expenses of $116,509 consist of $63,398 in budgeted support of
validated mission agencies and $53,111 in support of validated mission agencies directly from
congregations.

Note 8. The 2008 Council expense includes Denominational Property and Transition expenses totaling
$29,034 while only $9,207 was spent in 2009 for Transition and Convocation expenses.

Note 9. Removing Directed Giving from Congregations and use of Reserve Funds, actual expenses for 2009

are $835,422 and $782.207 for 2008. Therefore expenses are actually up $53,215 as compared to last
year.

General Notes

Note 1.  This statement is a summary of only the operating budget funds of Pittsburgh Presbytery. It does not
include any proceeds from the settlements with Beverly Heights U. P. Church, Memorial Park
Presbyterian Church or Fourth Presbyterian Church or the sale of church buildings.

Revenue Notes
Note 2. Budgeted Use of Reserve Funds is down $122,500 as compared to last year, so a decrease is
expected.

Note 3. Removing Directed Pledges from Congregations, Use of Reserve Funds and Pgh. Presbyterian
Foundation support, the actual income for 2009 is $883,025 and $976,512 for 2008. Therefore
income is actually down $93,487 as compared to last year.

Expense Notes
Note 4. The 2009 Enhancement Grant expenses of $64,833 consist of $45,833 in budgeted support, $7,500 in

designated giving from congregations and $11,500 in Use of Reserve Funds.
Note 5. The Transformation budget was reduced by $75,000 so a reduction in expense is to be expected.

Note 6. The 2009 Mission Agencies expenses of $131,409 consist of $75,498 in budgeted support of
validated mission agencies and $55,911 in support of validated mission agencies directly from
congregations.

Note 7. The 2008 Council expense includes Denominational Property and Transition expenses totaling
$39,602 while only $14,203 was spent in 2009 for Transition and Convocation expenses.

Note 8. Removing Directed Giving from Congregations and use of Reserve Funds, actual expenses for 2009
are $1,018,588 and $987,515 for 2008. Therefore expenses are actually up $31,073 as compared to
last year.

Treasurer Notes and Comments on Variances

General Notes

Note 1.  This statement is a summary of only the operating budget funds of Pittsburgh Presbytery. It does not
include any proceeds from the settlements with Beverly Heights U. P. Church, Memorial Park
Presbyterian Church or Fourth Presbyterian Church or the sale of church buildings.

Revenue Notes
Note 2. Budgeted Use of Reserve Funds is down $122,500 as compared to last year, so a decrease is
expected.

Note 3. Removing Directed Pledges from Congregations, Use of Reserve Funds and Pgh. Presbyterian
Foundation support, the actual income for 2009 is $1,042,630 and $1,151,161 for 2008. Therefore
income is actually down $108,531 as compared to last year.

Expense Notes
Note 4. The 2009 Enhancement Grant expenses of $78,750 consist of $55,000 in budgeted support, $7,750 in

designated giving from congregations and $16,000 in Use of Reserve Funds.
Note 5. The Transformation budget was reduced by $75,000 so a reduction in expense is to be expected.

Note 6. The 2009 Mission Agencies expenses of $155,005 consist of $86,713 in budgeted support of
validated mission agencies and $68,292 in support of validated mission agencies directly from
congregations.

Note 7. The 2008 Council expense includes Denominational Property and Transition expenses totaling
$39,602 while only $14,677 was spent in 2009 for Transition and Convocation expenses.

Note 8. Removing Directed Giving from Congregations and use of Reserve Funds, actual expenses for 2009
are $1,304,360 and $1,283,974 for 2008. Therefore expenses are actually up $20,386 as compared to
last year.

Statement of Faith

At the beginning of time, the holy, infinite, sovereign, all-powerful, Triune God, spoke all of
creation into being.

God has been calling out from
the world a people for God’s self and from those people God brought God’s son Jesus Christ. God
intends to save God’s people through the fulfillment of all of God’s covenants, God’s own son -
Jesus Christ. Jesus, being himself the only God-man, is the only mediator between God and
humanity and is the only means of salvation. Jesus is revelation of God as act and Word, together
in one person. Jesus came to earth declaring the coming of God’s kingdom here on earth. Jesus
demonstrated to humanity what life was like without sin. Jesus paid the ultimate price for the
falleness of all of humanity. The fulfillment of all scripture culminates in the life, death, resurrection,
and ascension of Jesus Christ. Through Christ’s death, resurrection, and ascension, evil and death
were defeated conclusively and the sinfulness of humanity has been accounted for. Through these
events and in and through the power of the Holy Spirit, God made a way for humanity to turn from
our innate sin nature and enter into God’s covenantal people.

This event will take place upon
Christ’s return. Until that time, the church is to continue the redemptive mission of Christ. As
Christ’s representatives we are to bear witness to Jesus Christ and herald the good news to all
creation that Jesus died for all humanity. We are to act as reconcilers, pointing to Jesus and
proclaiming God’s forgiveness, grace, and love to a broken world. Some are called to administer
the sacraments.

The Christian community throughout the world is interconnected through God’s Spirit in the
sacraments of Baptism and the Lord’s Supper. Both sacraments are signs and seals of God’s
covenant with the church. In the sacrament of baptism we recognize and affirm the power, grace
and love of God to draw people to God’s self and make them God’s own. This seal affirms a new
relationship with God through which the believer enters a life of faith, repentance and ministry with
the communion of saints, the church. When the church shares in the sacrament of the Lord’s
Supper it continues in the relationship between the breaking of the bread and the cup of the new
covenant and the death and bodily resurrection of Jesus Christ. The Holy Spirit illuminates the
church’s understanding of the scripture, directs the proclamation of the Word of God, and unifies
the church in the celebration of worship and the participation in the sacraments.

Jesus Christ is Lord! Jesus Christ is my Lord! Through him and for him God created all
things, and through him all things are reconciled to God. As God’s only begotten Son made
incarnate, Jesus is the fullness of deity in flesh, and is the perfect revelation of God the Father.

Statement of Faith
In accordance with the historical Church and the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) I believe in the
Triune God who is both unified in Gods three parts, as well as unique in these three. The Trinity is a divine
mystery and everyone is called to worship this God: Father, Son and Holy Spirit as revealed in Holy
Scripture.

I affirm, in accordance with the Apostles’ Creed, in “God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven
and earth.” God is eternal, unchanging, and mysterious. In the beginning, this good God created all that is
in the world, seen and unseen, and it was good. Out of God’s perfect love, God created humanity whose
purpose was relationship with God. This relationship was disrupted by humanity’s rejection of relationship
with God, which is sin. God sought to repair humanity’s relationship with God through covenants.
Choosing the Israelites, fathered by God’s servant Abraham, God reached out in grace to humanity through
the Law given to God’s servant Moses. The Israelites rejected this Law, unable to uphold their covenantal
promises. God never broke God’s covenantal promises. Instead, God created in grace a new covenant for
the redemption of humanity through the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.

Jesus Christ is the Son of God, fully human and fully God, born of the Virgin Mary. I affirm that
Jesus Christ is my Lord and my Savior, beside him there is no other. Jesus Christ is the unique revelation
of God to the world for the purpose of restoring creation into relationship with God. He is the Word made
flesh, as attested in The Gospel According to John, and has been eternally present since before the world
began. In Christ’s life, his ministry included the healing of the sick, the comforting of the grieved, the
revelation of God through miracles, teaching, and interacting with the disreputable of Judean society. In
Christ’s death on the cross, Jesus took on the sins of the world, an act of atonement. This was a gift by
which sinners may be reconciled to God. In his resurrection, Jesus Christ gave to the world liberation from
the powers of sin and death, as well as the joy of a new way of life in union with himself.

We are called to reach out into the world providing healing, shelter,
nourishment, and compassion. We are called to work for justice, witnessing to the love and mercy of Jesus
in word and deed. In addition, we are called to a life of worship, prayer, and community. Scripture is the
unique and authoritative witness of God’s work in the world; it is the covenantal history culminating in the
redemptive activity of Jesus Christ on the cross for the forgiveness of sins and reconciliation of creation. I
believe that the Scripture functions as glasses by which we may see who God is and who humanity is called
to be. The Church observes two holy sacraments, Baptism and the Lord’s Supper, which are signs and
seals of Gods covenant made by the power of the Holy Spirit through the atoning act of Jesus Christ. In
Baptism, we die to sin and are reborn into the family of God, which is God’s Church. In the Eucharist we
are renewed and sustained in our Christian walk by the power of the Holy Spirit which brings forth the
presence of Jesus Christ in the meal.

I believe that we are the agents of God working in the world by the power of the Holy Spirit
witnessing to the saving act of Jesus Christ by continuing his ministry of reconciliation. Our purpose and
joy in life is union with Christ by committing ourselves to worship and service as Jesus did in his time on
earth.
