Directions to Union Presbyterian Church of Robinson Township
From the West: Follow I-376 E to PA-60 S/Steubenville Pike in Robinson Township. Take exit 60B from I-376 E. Continue on PA-60 S/Steubenville Pike to Union Presbyterian Church. The church will be on your left.

From the East: Follow I-376 W/US-22 W to Campbells Run Road in Robinson Township. Take exit 60B from I-376/US-22 W and merge onto Campbells Run Road. Turn left onto Devassie Road. At the top of Devassie Road turn right onto Steubenville Pike. The church will be on your right.

From the North: Take I-79 S to Robinson Township. Take exit 60 B to merge onto PA-60 N/Steubenville Pike toward Moon Run. The church will be on your left.

From the South: From I-376 W, take exit 60B toward Crafton/PA-60S. Keep right at the fork and merge onto Campbells Run Road. Turn left onto Devassie Road. At the top of Devassie Road turn right onto Steubenville Pike. The church will be on your right.

If you are taking the shuttle, you will be parking in the Kohl’s parking lot. It is on Steubenville Pike. From the church, you will turn left onto Steubenville Pike, towards the shopping area. Kohl’s will be on your left. 
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
